Codes of Conduct FFV

Richmond Soccer Club supports the FFV codes of conduct and all parents, players, coaches, spectators and officials must agree to be bound by these.

 Richmond Soccer club also requires that
· Parents should not approach coaches after or during games or training to discuss issues (arrange suitable time via team manager or email)

· Parents do not enter the playing pitch at training or during matches, including the half time break
· Parents do not interfere with the coach or coach’s instructions during matches or training sessions 
· Parents do not coach any child from side lines during the match,

· Parents do not talk disparagingly about coaches, officials, especially in front of children
· Any fines incurred by parents from the FFV must be paid by the parent and will not under any circumstance be paid by the Club
· Any fines incurred from the FFV for yellow or red cards are to be paid by the parents

· Fee for tribunal appeals for a red card offence is to be paid by the parents 

Children under 9

Parents of children under 9 must remain for the duration of training session and games or arrange for an alternative care giver (not the coach) to supervise them. This may be also required for older children at the discretion of the coach and team manager.
